Trees for Small Spaces
by Jenni McCain, CPH

If you have found the perfect size yard for you and your
family that may be on the compact size, don’t feel that you
have to give up on having trees in your garden. There are
some that will make very polite residents that really won’t take
over your whole yard and house. A well-chosen small tree
can offer many qualities to your garden:

1. create privacy from busy roads and neighbors

2. deciduous trees offer shade in summer & light in winter

3. structure that can provide the feel of a “garden room”

4. enjoy year-round interest from flowers, foliage, fall color

& interesting bark
provide food and shelter for native & migratory birds

6.  offers your understory plants protection from weather extremes

Some smaller trees that stand out that have the above
qualities (smaller meaning staying under 20-25 feet in 20 years
or so) are listed below:

e ‘Autumn Brilliance’ Serviceberry (Amelanchier x
grandiflora ‘Autumn Brilliance) is known for its delicate
white flowers in early spring, tasty berries in June that
resemble blueberries (also tasty to Cedar Waxwing
birds) and leaves turn a rich red fall color. Grows 15-
20 ft & hardy to -20F. Drought tolerant once established.

e ‘Royal Raindrops’ Crabapple (Malus ‘Royal Raindrops’)
is a beautiful new variety of crabapple. It has rich
purplish red foliage that holds its color through the
summer, a nicely cut leaf, mauve flowers in spring
that turn into persistent small red fruit. This variety is
drought tolerant once established as well as resistant to
scab & fireblight. We have the multi-stemmed selection
for better screening. Grows to 20 ft wide & hardy to -20K

e  Tall Stewartia (Stewartia monadelpha) is the easiest of
the stewartia genus to grow as it is more heat tolerant
and more tolerant of drier soils. It has a shrubby habit
but opens up in loose layers in shade. The small white
blooms open in eatly to mid-summer, the fall foliage
is a deep reddish tone and the bark shows a beautiful
mosaic of brown, gray & cinnamon flakes. This tree
grows to 20 to 30 ft in 30 years & is hardy to -10E. A
tree that is great for privacy as it is branched from the
ground up to form a full oval shape.

These trees should offer lovely structure to a garden,
especially when planted with groundcovers, perennials and
shrubs underneath to add attractive layers to your landscape.
